0 Exceptional commitment is demonstrated by volunteering for specia projects, being available to
assist and fill-in when needed, working with a positive attitude, and otherwise putting the Library’s
interests first.

e Recipients are eligible to receive this award more than once, in non-consecutive years, when service to the
Library merits.
