To ensure recipients of the Award continue to represent the dedication and commitment shown by Joyce, the
following criteria have been established.

e A recipient must be a member of the Friends of the Royal Oak Public Library. The member may aso
be an employee of the Library, but can be recognized only for volunteer activities.

e A recipient must have volunteered for a minimum of five years and, during those years, shown
exceptional dedication and commitment to the Friends and the Library.

0 Exceptional dedication is demonstrated by volunteering more than 120 hours in one year in the
shop and/or sorting room.

0 Exceptional commitment is demonstrated by volunteering for special projects, being available to
assist and fill-in when needed, working with a positive attitude, and otherwise putting
the Library’ sinterestsfirst.

e Recipients are €ligible to recelve this award more than once, in non-
consecutive years, when service to the Library merits.

A committee comprised of three Friends Board members will review the nomination
forms and recommend the volunteer recipient(s) for that year. The Friends Board will
vote on the nomination. As this award is intended to honor Joyce's longtime service,
it will be awarded only when a candidate meets the criteria that Joyce herself
exemplified. Thisis not an annual award. If a candidate is selected, the award will be
presented in September at the Friends annual meeting. Past recipients are recognized
on aplaguein the Friends auditorium.

Members, Volunteers, Board Members, Library Staff, and Library Patrons can nominate volunteers to
recelve the award. The deadline for nominations is December 31. Nominate a volunteer today!
