ALTHOUGH THE advertising section is the least noticed, it is the most important section of 
any yearbook! Many people do not realize the many hills that must be climbed to achieve 
the final product they receive in June. When the 1973 yearbooks were finally distributed, 
the 197 4 book began to emerge on paper. Everything from what the cover will be, to who 
will be on the pages must be written down. The next step is to set up picture schedules, iden­
tify each person, copy written, and deadlines metl Before any of these ideas can be put into 
action the money must be raised to cover the cost of the book and any frills that might be 
added. During the summer, the seniors on the staff began soliciting the neighboring busi­
nesses for .advertising. This is a long process which continued into October, involving the 
new members of the staff also. In order for this year's book to have sixteen color pages, the 
staff had to raise at least twenty-four hundred dollars in advertising. This does not include 
money raised from the book sales. By the end of October we reached a grand total of 
approximately twenty-seven hundred dollars! After that hill was surpassed, we had one 
more to overcome. We needed to sell a couple hundred more books for the extra money. 
With the help of our publishing agent, Sam Slis, we sold that extra hundred. So now with 
the money, and enthusiasm of the staff members, the 1974 lancer has been one of the fin­
est yearbooks published since 19701 The advertising section also gives groups within the 
school to be recognized since space in the book is sometimes limited. Many seniors who are 
models for many of the ads, are those who are not "featured" throughout the book. At this 
time I would like to thank all the new businesses who have contributed to the production of 
this book. Also to those businesses who have contributed for many years and I hope for 
many more to come. last but not least, THANKS, to Rosie for putting up with the staff 
throughout the yearl
