Co-op students are busy peo­
ple . They maintain a good 
grade point average, and work 
a minimum of seventeen hours 
per week. Co-op is very popu­
lar both in high schools and also 
in colleges. Students in the Co­
op program are pursuing a vo­
cation, a good, a skill . While 
working, students are also in a 
related vocational class. There­
lated vocational class helps to 
identity the needs of the em­
ployers, assess the students and 
works to educate the individual 
so that employability skills are 
met. Many students in this pro­
gram will go directly from high 
school to full-time employment 
with benefits . Those who do not 
continue with the same em­
ployer will at least have the 
chance to try out their vocation­
al choice . Others will have 
gained that ever important 
need tor experience. 

Rising expenses pose a prob­
lem, whether in high school or 
college . Co-op jobs provide stu­
dents with a certain amount of 
financial independence. Many 
students are saving tor college 
while others are meeting more 
immediate financial needs. 

Credit is offered to students on 
Co-op who meet the require­
ments. Students must work a 
minimum of 300 hours per se­
mester, must have a class relat­
ed to the job they have, and are 
evaluated by the employer 
each marking period. The final 
result tor Co-op students is cred­
it, early release employability 
with skills .
