There arc four Art Classes altogether, Jenclle Scott concentrates on clay work. 

although they arc very individual classes. In Art 
1, which is an annual course, students Jearn 
basic art procedures such as color theory, 
pcrspectiYc drawing, figure drawing, and let­
tering. Art II, which is also an annual course, 
teaches three-dimensional art, sculpting, carY­
ing, paper stmcturc, and printing. In Ad,·anced 
Art students usc the skills and techniques 
learned in Art I and Art II and work on various 
projects throughout the year which last 3 to 4 
weeks each. If you like to make things but don't 
wish for an annual course, there is Arts and 
Crafts which is a semester course that lets you 
work with macrame, decoupage, papermache, 
and clay mosaics.
